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Research Summary

Land Art is one of the most prominent contemporary artistic trends that
emerged in the late sixties of the twentieth century, as a reaction to the
restrictions imposed by traditional art institutions, and the desire to be free from
the closed spaces of museums and galleries, and this art has formed a radical
shift in the relationship between the artist and the environment, as nature itself
has become the medium, the field and the subject at the same time, the work of
art is no longer limited to classical materials such as wood, stone or clay, but has
expanded to include soil, rocks, sand, water, which gave the work a new
temporal and spatial dimension characterized by continuous change and organic
involvement in its natural surroundings. The problem of the research lies in the
following question: How can the art of the earth as a plastic medium contribute
to the development of form and content in relief sculpture, thus opening new
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horizons for artistic expression outside the limits of traditional templates? The
research aims to identify the characteristics of the art of the earth as a
contemporary artistic trend, and to analyze the role of the art of the earth in the
formation of prominent sculptural work in terms of form and content, and to
explore the natural materials used in the art of the earth and the possibility of
employing them in prominent sculpture
