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Research Summary:

Architectural design studios suffer from slow traditional processes and
difficulty generating innovative ideas quickly, relying on manual methods
impairs interaction and learning quality, there is an urgent need to adopt modern
technical solutions to enhance creativity and efficiency. This research aims to
study the impact of generative artificial intelligence in enhancing the efficiency
of education within the architectural design studio, the research focuses on
employing artificial intelligence tools to speed up design processes, provide
innovative solutions, and improve the quality of student outputs. The research
also discusses the challenges facing the integration of these technologies into
architectural education, reviews successful local and international experiences,
and also highlights the role of artificial intelligence in developing students'
skills, raising their ability to create and think critically, and providing practical
recommendations for the application of artificial intelligence in design studios.
The integration of generative Al into architectural design studios contributed to
automating routine tasks and saving time, smart tools provided a personalized
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learning experience and instant feedback, which enhanced the rapid acquisition
of skills, increased student interaction and opportunities for collaboration,
making the learning environment more dynamic and stimulating, the results
confirmed the production of more innovative and effective designs with
sustainability and energy efficiency in mind.
